Mission 

Joining in with what God is already doing 
around us.

Give thanks - For the immense privilege of 
sharing in God’s work in our neighbourhood. - 
For friendships formed and small acts of 
kindness that reveal His love. - For each group 
and individual who comes through our doors 
during the week. 

Pray - That our eyes would be open to see 
where God is already at work in the 
community. - For courage, gentleness and the 
right words as we speak about Jesus in daily 
life. - For deeper, lasting relationships with 
community partners, schools and 
organisations. - For the people we meet in 
ordinary places – shops, workplaces, clubs 
and within our families. 

Ask God - To make us a church known for 
welcome, hope and compassion.

Pray - Holding before God the reality that we 
do not currently have sufficient funds to 
sustain paid ministry. - For insight and care for 
those managing budgets and responsibilities. - 
For creativity, opportunity and enthusiasm in 
fundraising and the use of our buildings. 

Ask God - To grow in us joyful, courageous 
and consistent generosity. - To help each of us 
consider prayerfully our personal 
commitment. - To provide all that is needed 
for the calling He has given us.
